SEK Vo-tech: “hands on” learning

As one walks out the west side doors of
Field Kindley, one can’t miss seeing a two-
story brick building across the street. That
building is the Southeast Kansas Area
Vocational-Technical School.

The SEK Vo-Tech, originally named
McFarland Trade School, was built in
1938. The school was named after Ken-
neth W. McFarland, who was superinten-
dent of USD 445 from 1935 to 1941 and
organized the project of building a trade
school for Coffeyville. While Mr.

The doors were opened for
classes in September, 1941. The name of
the school has been changed to SEK Vo-
Tech.

From 1941 to the present, the Vo-Tech
has remained independent from the
USD-445 school district.

Approximately 300 students are enroll-
ed for classes. The students come from all
over the SEK area. About one-half are

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Girls make first big splash

A new team made it debut at Field
Kindley this year and made a big splash.
