Macbeth Motif Collage
Throughout the play Macbeth, we have pointed out several types of motifs that run through the play.  A motif is defined as a recurring object, concept, or structure in a work of literature. A motif is important because it allows one to see main points and themes that the author is trying to express, in order that one might be able to interpret the work more accurately.  The following are some of motifs that appear in the play:
· Blood

· Sleep
· Weather

· Dark and light

· Manhood and masculinity

First, you must go back through your journal and the play itself and collect all quotations associated with your motif- they don’t have to say the word, they can also be related.

Then take these quotations and make sure that you have correctly cited them [(Act.scene.line# example: (2.3.12-13)] and figure out a creative way to display them:

· You may use poster board or construction paper and cut it into the shape of an object.

· You may display the quotations on an object.

· You may use the quotations as the outline of an object.

· You may want to think about some of the images that are represented in the play and use them as a starting point.

You also must try to figure out the point of it. How does the motif help to develop and inform the theme of the play?  In other words, how does the motif relate to the story and help us understand it? You will also write a paragraph response about your motif and how you chose to display the quotes (see the explanation below).

However you choose to display them you must keep the following guidelines in mind: (75 points- in the project/assessment category)
· The presentation of the quotations should be neatly put together and be visually pleasing (well organized, easy to read, easy to follow) and demonstrate time, effort, and reflection.  I recommend typing (even if you have to then cut and paste the information) or NEATLY handwriting the quotations (in ink).

· The quotations should be accurate and be correctly cited.

· The quotations should be numerous enough to create the desired effect- not too many, not too few.

· The presentation of the quotations should be colorful.

· You may want to use pictures, magazine cutouts, clip art etc.

· Your presentation should have a purpose- it could be symbolic of some aspect of the play- see the next bullet for more information.

· You must write-up a solid one paragraph (at minimum) explanation of why you chose to display the quotations in the way that you did. Were you working to represent a theme, a repeated idea, the characterization of a certain character, etc?  In other words, I don’t want just any random group of quotations- there must be a reason to unite them all together using the visual aid.  Attach this explanation (if possible) to the display.
· Be creative!
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
