	Visual Aids
	
	Uses different media creatively; includes visual information relevant to content; very neat, excellent artistic effort
	Uses different media adequately; includes information relevant to content; adequate artistic effort
	Uses different media poorly; information not relevant to content; messy, or minimal artistic effort

	Displays sense of humor
	Show some humor
	Shows little or no humor, or humor is inappropriate

	Demeanor

	Posture
	
	Stands straight, facing the audience
	Sometimes slouches, sways, or looks away
	Often slouches, sways, or looks away

	Poise
	
	Uses movements appropriate to the presentation; does not fidget
	Uses movements for the most part appropriate
	Often fidgets or moves inappropriately 

	Content

	Presentation is well organized and of appropriate length
	Shows some but not all qualities of exceptional organization
	Poorly organized and inappropriate in length; shows a lack of understanding of subject

	Coverage
	
	Covers the topic well in the time allowed
	Covers the topic adequately in the time allowed; sometime rushes
	Does not cover the topic well in the time allowed, or gives too brief a presentation

	Appropriate Level of Detail
	
	Gives enough information to clarify the topic, but does not include irrelevant details
	Includes some irrelevant details or leaves out some important information
	Does not include sufficient details to support presentation, or often includes irrelevant information
