You should present a clear a well-organized retelling of the story in the Bible, with all the key information. Consider examining your topic in the context of myth and Campbell’s four purposes of myth. You may also want to refer to any contemporary allusions to your particular Biblical story or subject, i.e. what spin-offs of your story are there in other literature, art forms and pop culture? Present the Biblical story, but try to look at the big picture as well.

Your presentation should be memorized. Eye contact, volume, posture, and enunciation are all important! Remember that your audience will be taking notes on your presentation, so deliver information slowly and clearly. Try to anticipate potential misunderstandings or questions and address them in your presentation. You may want to allow for a Q & A, discussion, or quick quiz following the presentation. Part of having a smooth presentation is being well-prepared. Practice it in your groups beforehand and make sure the transitions are worked out. Finally, if you are using technology in any way, make sure it works beforehand!
