Book Club Member Roles/Responsibilities

As a book club member, you will need to do the assigned reading (your group will make a reading schedule) BEFORE the block day so that you may discuss the portion you read.

Each club member must be responsible for a specific task or to lead the discussion about a certain topic each week. A different task or topic of discussion must be chosen each week by each group member, making sure that both tasks A and B are covered each week. The other group members have a choice among the topics of discussion.

Tasks

A. Summarizer--This club member must prepare a brief summary of the reading to share with the group.

B. Question Asker--This club member must prepare 2-3 comprehension check questions (think 5 W’s) 

and 2-3 clarifying or thought-provoking questions that prompt the group members to think about       

the reading.

Topics of Discussion

1. Setting—Where does the story take place? (Be specific—city, state, country, etc.) What time period is it? How is the setting important to the plot?

2. Characters—Who are they? What are they like? Are they people you would want to know or people with whom you would befriend? What motivates the actions of these characters? Are these motivations reasonable, acceptable, understandable, etc.? Select key features of the main characters and discuss them further.

3. Discuss conflicts and complications in the story.

4. Describe and comment on any interesting incidents or developments in your book. Relate these to life or yourself.

5. Identify issues in your book and how they may relate to our world, our society, or to life in general.

6. Share likes and dislikes.

7. Identify some literary techniques that were used in the book and explain how they enhance the plot of the story. (Mood, tone, symbolism, figurative language, foreshadowing, allusions, flashbacks, diction…)

Book Club Presentation

Each book club group must present a 15 minute presentation on the novel they read. 

1) The elements of fiction must be taught to the class in a creative and enthusiastic way.

2) Teaching the elements of fiction must include at least TWO different visuals from the Product Choices Chart (middle column)

3) All group members must be involved in presentation.
