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NOTE-MAKING

(…after note-taking)
*You may only use each option one time for each packet of note-making assignments.*
· Note-Making is a study activity in which you take the information in your class notes and MAKE something new out of it.  Note-making forces you to revisit, rethink, and make connections with the information.  It helps you understand and remember information better.  It also gives you some choices about using methods that help you the most.  
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· Which ever method you choose, you are to cover what you think to be the important information.  Not every method will work for every unit of notes.  Apply the techniques that best suit you and the information you are learning, and have some fun with it.  
· Please label your assignment with the corresponding unit title at the top and note-making choice selection. 
BASIC

1. Summarize the information into 3 or more paragraphs, using language that your little brother/sister would understand.  
2. Create a cartoon strip or a flip book that depicts the important events, people, or ideas.  Include colored illustrations and text. (12-16 panels)
3. Creatively express the information in the form of a newspaper article. Format and style accordingly. 
(3 or more paragraphs).

4. Create a poem or song that expresses the important events, people, or ideas. (at least 16-20 lines)
5. a) Illustrate an advertisement, with a catchy slogan, that depicts several of the important events, people, or ideas. b) Create bumper stickers (2 or more) that express the important information. Make sure there is enough quality information covered in this creative option to cover a whole unit of notes.
6. Create a review worksheet (short answer, multiple choice, matching, crossword) that could be used by other students to study the important information. (include an answer sheet)
7. Organize the information in a new way so it is visually interesting, such as a graphic organizer (cluster diagram, flow chart, character collage, symbol structure, etc.)
8. Use the important information to create an interview/conversation between key individuals. (about 2 pages)
9. Connect the events, people, or ideas from one unit to another unit.  Write a 2 or more paragraphs comparing or contrasting the themes of both. 
12. Write a short letter (2 pages) to a key individual or party, expressing your opinion about important topics from the unit.

13. Select one of the FRQ prompts and create an outline for an essay. (see FRQ Sample Prompts and FRQ Outline handouts available online.)
ADVANCED:
1. Create a short documentary with images and voiceover about the unit.

2. Create a travel brochure to 5 locations during a century of your choice. Use text and images to explain what you would see and do at each location and its significance.

3. Create an illustrated ABC book incorporating key ideas, people, events, and documents over several units of study.
