Dance Critique Outline:  Students must go and see a live dance performance.  The show must be professional, college, or high school level.   There must be a choreographer credited in the program.  After seeing the performance, you are to write a critique on it using the below outline.  Make sure to attach a ticket stub or program to your paper.  The papers should be about 3-4 pages in length, typed, and double-spaced.  The critique will be due Thursday, May 16, 2013.
Section 1: Who put on the performance?  (Name of the dance or Production Company)

                  What was the Title of the show?

                  When did you go see the performance?

                  Where was the event taking place?

                  Why did you choose this particular show?

Section 2: Overview of what you saw

Section 3: Rip it apart, this is where you critique what you did or did not like about the performance.  At least four choreographic elements must be touched on in some way (i.e. levels, space, dynamics, transitions etc.).  Use correct dance terminology.  You should give at least two suggestions on what could be improved.

Section 4: Critique the set, the lights, the make-up, the costumes, etc.

Section 5: Tell me if you would see it again.  Give a specific reason why or why not.
