Unit 4 1920s Title Page
As the final assignment for each unit in your interactive notebook, you will create a “frame” that 
demonstrates your understanding of the geographic, political, economic, religious, 
and social structures of the 1920s.   Remember:  the purpose of this title page 
is to demonstrate the depth of your understanding of the 1920s.
How do I get started?

1. First you will need to create a frame that encompasses the entire page that will become your title page. The frame needs to fill the entire page in order to leave plenty of room for your written and visual entries
2. Second, in the center of the frame you will place the title of the unit- 1920s.  You may add visuals and/or graphics to help clarify your title.
3. Third, consider key elements in our study of the industrialization of America.  Group them according to the following topics:  contributions, convergence, origins and parallels.  Do you see any patterns?
4. Organize these patterns into four sections to form the frame. 

5. Filling in each box-  consider:
· Origins. For example:

What reasons triggered the passage of the 18th Amendment? Which countries inspired the U.S. to become imperialistic? How did the 19th Amendment change women? Why did the U.S. return to a foreign policy of isolationism? Why were Americans fearful of communism? How did the Harlem Renaissance start, what were the causes?

· Convergence.  For example:

What was necessary to become a consumer society in the 20s? How did the fear of communism lead to the fear of other ideas and people in the 20s? How were the 20s a roaring time period for some Americans and not others?
· Parallels. For example:
How did consumer advertising in the 20s change American thinking? Was it critical for the U.S. to stay isolated in foreign affairs during the 20s? What were some negative side effects of the new flapper attitude for American women? Who was affected by these side effects? Who benefited from the Harlem Renaissance? 
· Contributions.  For example: 

What contributions from the 1920s are still apparent today? How did the flapper women revolutionize freedom for women? How did marriages begin to change in the 20s? Are they still the same today? How did the Harlem Renaissance change many Americans perspective of African Americans?
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
