“But we were never lonely and never afraid when we were together. I know that the night is not the same as the day: that all things are different, that the things of the night cannot be explained in the day, because they do not then exist, and the night can be a dreadful time for lonely people once their loneliness has started. But with Catherine there was no difference in the night except that it was a better time” (249).

Hints and Help:
· Is this use of the past tense significant?
· Remember when Catherine tells Frederic, “’I’ll come and stay with you nights?’” When was that?

· See chapter eighteen (XVIII) for a description of nighttime.

	An “A” Response
	
The writer makes a reasonable claim. The writer also discusses this claim.
The writer provides context for the passage.

The writer restates the most important parts of the passage that he uses as direct textual evidence.

The writer focuses in on a key word and discusses how that word creates meaning.

The writer has carefully edited the piece: there are no spelling mistakes; the writer has not 
used “you;” the writer doesn’t use “it” and “this” alone instead of being specific; the writer 
has paid attention to the proper use of punctuation; the writer’s sentences make sense, etc.


	A “C” Response
	The writer offers a broad generalization that may be connected to the content of the passage.  
The writer provides some context for the passage.

The writer restates some parts of the passage but does not provide enough restatement.
The writer refers to specific language which the author uses, but the writer doesn’t explain 
in enough detail why this “key word” or “key phrase” is significant or what this language communicates.
The writer did not edit carefully and the lack of careful editing interferes with the writer’s 
ability to communicate his ideas and arguments.


	An “F” Response
	The writer’s work demonstrates that he needs a much richer understanding of the text as a whole.

The writer offers a broad generalization or is maybe not even able to make a credible assertion about the passage.

There is little if any claim discussion.

The writer provides little or no context for the passage.

The writer does not seem to understand the content of the passage or misrepresents 
the content of the passage.
The writer does not focus on any of the specific language or merely identifies a key word 
without discussing its significance.
The writer did not edit the piece. The extremely poor editing is distracting. 
The piece is unfocused; they writer has not structured the piece so that it makes sense.
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
