Honors Chemistry Final Exam, Semester 1, 2012-13
The Final will consist of 100 multiple choice questions.  It will be worth 100 points, and will count for 15% of your overall semester grade.  (The rest of your semester grade will be based on Chapter Tests - 50%, lowest test grade dropped, and Homework Binder - 35%.)  

You will be allowed to bring a 3" x 5" notecard to the final that may have anything you want written on it. You may use both sides of the card.  The information on the card MUST BE ORIGINAL and HANDWRITTEN, not computer-printed or Xeroxed.  You must turn the card in with your final.  Some things to consider putting on your notecard:  Polyatomic Ions, equations (like c), electron configurations, molecular geometries, the "Hotness scale", etc… whatever you have trouble remembering.  
If you need more space, you may instead donate a new, unopened roll of paper towels; you may attach a 8-1/2” by 11” piece of paper and you may write your notes on there.  This allows about 3 times more space than the index card. You must turn in the paper towel roll/notes with your final. 

You will be given a periodic table and scratch paper for the final. You will need an appropriate calculator (not graphing, no up/down/left/right arrow buttons) and a #2 pencil.  I have a limited number of calculators and pencils available.

The Asterisked (*) sections below will also be included in your Homework Binder -- you will need to complete the Practice Problems from those sections, as well as those sections of the Study Guides.
