Standard 11.9 Students analyze U.S. foreign policy since World War II.
1. Discuss the establishment of the United Nations and International Declaration of Human Rights, International Monetary Fund, World Bank, and General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade (GATT) and their importance in shaping modern Europe and maintaining peace and international order. 

2. Understand the role of military alliances, including NATO and SEATO, in deterring communist aggression and maintaining security during the Cold War. 

3. Trace the origins and geopolitical consequences (foreign and domestic) of the Cold - War and containment policy, including the following: 

· The era of McCarthyism, instances of domestic Communism (e.g., Alger Hiss) and blacklisting 

· The Truman Doctrine 

· The Berlin Blockade 

· The Korean War 

· The Bay of Pigs invasion and the Cuban Missile Crisis 

· Atomic testing in the American West, "mutual assured destruction" doctrine, disarmament policies 

· The Vietnam War 

· Latin American policy 

4. List the effects of foreign policy on domestic policies and vice versa (e.g., protests during the war in Vietnam, the "nuclear freeze" movement). 

5. Analyze the role of the Reagan administration and other factors in the victory of the West in the Cold War. 

6. Describe U.S. Middle East policy and its strategic, political, and economic interests, including those related to the Gulf War. 

7. Examine relations between the United States and Mexico in the twentieth century, including key economic, political, immigration, and environmental issues.

2.) How did American foreign policy influence the development of domestic affairs in the U.S. since World War II?
Essential Vocabulary Words:

1. Containment (11.9): policy of preventing the expansion of a hostile power

2. Communism (11.9) an economic system in which all means of production – land, mines, factories, railroads, and businesses – are owned by the people, private property does not exist, and all goods and services are shared equally.
3. “Cold War” (11.9) post World War II struggle between the U.S. and the Soviet Union
4. Deterrence (11.9) discouragement or prevention
5. Military-Industrial Complex (11.8) the military and the defense industries considered as a combined influence on foreign and economic policy
6. Nuclear Age (11.8, 11.9) The time period during the “Cold War” in which many countries were developing nuclear weapons.

7. Sphere of Influence/Hegemony (11.7, 11.8) a foreign region in which a nation has control over trade and other economic activities. 
8. Capitalism: An economic system based on private ownership of capital.
9. Socialism: Economic system in which the government partly owns and controls production and distribution of good produced.

10. Geopolitics: The study of the relationship among politics and geography, demography, and economics, especially with respect to the foreign policy of a nation.
