Night: Museum Gallery Walk
Objective: Since we have read To Kill a Mockingbird (a southern drama set in 1933-1935) and are now preparing to read Night (a WWII / Holocaust memoir set in 1941-1945), we need to “bridge the gap” between the different eras and settings.  

Directions: In preparation for our reading of Night, each of you will be creating a museum “display” that will showcase an important aspect of the time period between To Kill a Mockingbird and Night. 

*Students will work independently to produce a museum “display” that explores a person, place, or event of interest from these two disparate eras. On the back, you will attach a written report that explores your findings on your subject (plus a Works Cited page).

Steps to follow:

1. Choose a topic from the list below (or choose your own). Have your topic approved by Ms  Wu. Note: Only one student per class can research each topic.

2. Begin researching your topic.  I will provide time in the library and/or computer lab to research, but some of your work will be on your own time.  Use our school resources to do your research to be certain that your sources are credible.

3. You must have at least three sources for your research report and at least one of your sources must be hardbound (autobiography, history book, or encyclopedia).  Your history teacher can also help you with sources.  I will provide you with one of the resources that must be used in your research.  

Essay Format:
Introductory Paragraph

· Attention getting statement > transition to background information 

· Background information to help the reader understand the topic

· Thesis statement – one or two sentences that condenses the argument or analysis that you will make in your paper.  It should include the method of development (the three or more ideas that you will explore in the paper). 

Body Paragraphs (three or more are required)

· TS -> CD -> CM -> CM -> CD -> CM -> CM -> CS
Concluding Paragraph

· Restate the ideas presented in your thesis (without repeating yourself)
· Reflection/Statement of relevance of the topic to the overall time period.  What effect did your person, place, or event have on the world and individuals of the time?  
Works Cited Page
Museum “Display”:
Your display will include:

- The name of your topic (clearly labeled, at least 48 pt. font).
- Images pertaining to your topic + captions explaining the images.
- A brief informational summary of your topic (no more than 1-2 paragraphs, in 14-16 pt. font). 
Try to keep your display under 11 x 14- preferably no bigger. We will be posting these displays up around the room so that we can have a gallery walk. During the gallery walk, other students will be examining your display and reading the information you have provided. 
Gallery Walk:
You will need to visit a minimum of 15 displays and take notes on their information. This will be turned in at the end of the gallery walk.
