· It Is also used to describe people, places, and situations in the past
· The imperfect is also used to talk about a past action or situation when no beginning or ending time is mentioned.

· Había mucha gente en la fiesta para el aniversario de mis padres.
There were many people at the party for my parents’ anniversary.
· The imperfect tense is also used to tell what someone was doing when something else happened (preterite):
Mis parientes charlaban cuando mi mamá entró.
· Don’t forget:

Indirect object pronouns (p. 199)
· An indirect object tells to whom or for whom something is done.
Julio siempre les escribe cartas a sus amigos.
Julio les escribió una carta.

· Indirect object pronouns, especially le and les, can also be used with an indirect
object.

· Indirect object pronouns are placed before the verb or attached to the infinitive.
Mi abuela nunca me quería dar dinero en mi cumpleaños.
Mi abuela nunca quería darme dinero en mi cumpleaños.

· Imperfect progressive and preterite (p. 277)
· You can use the imperfect progressive tense to describe something that was
happening over a period of time. 
· The imperfect progressive uses the imperfect
tense of estar 
 the present participle: -ando -iendo
Teresa estaba leyendo.
· When you use pronouns with the imperfect progressive, you can put them before
estar or attach them to the participle:
Yo me estaba sirviendo or Yo estaba sirviéndome.

· You can use the imperfect progressive and the preterite in the same sentence. The imperfect progressive describes what was happening while the preterite tells about something specific that happened or that interrupted an action.
Ella estaba corriendo cuando se lastimó el tobillo.
· Preterite of -ir stem-changing verbs (p. 302)
·  In the preterite, verbs ending in -ir, like preferir, pedir, and dormir, have stem
changes but only in the usted/él/ella and ustedes/ellos/ellas forms. The
e changes to i, and o to u.
· Here are the preterite forms of preferir, pedir, and dormir.

· Negative tú commands (p. 356)
· Negative commands are used to tell someone what not to do.
· To form negative tú commands, drop the -o of the present-tense yo form and add:
-es for -ar verbs.
usar -> uso: No uses el microondas. Don’t use the microwave.

-as for -er and -ir verbs.
encender -> enciendo: No enciendas el horno. Don’t turn on the oven.
· With negative tú commands, some verbs such as picar (to chop), pagar (to pay), and empezar (to start) have spelling changes: c changes to qu, g changes to gu, and z changes to c.
picar -> no piques 
pagar -> no pagues 
empezar -> no empieces

· Some verbs have irregular negative tú commands:
dar -> no des
estar -> no estés
ir -> no vayas 
ser -> no seas

 

· The impersonal se (p. 360)
· In Spanish, to say that people in general do a certain thing, you use se + the usted/él/ella or ustedes/ellos/ellas form of the verb. This is called the impersonal se.
· Aquí se sirve el pan tostado con mantequilla. Here they serve the toast with butter.

• If you need to use a pronoun such as lo, la, los, or las with an affirmative command, attach it to the end of the command.

¿Dónde ponemos la leña?  —Pónganla en un lugar seco. 
• If you need to use a pronoun with a negative command, put it right before the command.

¿Encendemos la fogata?    —No, no la enciendan. 
 

Uses of por (p. 386)
The preposition por is used in many ways.

· To tell time or distance: Yo dormí por ocho horas. 
· To tell movement: Vamos a caminar por el sendero. 
· To tell about exchanging one thing for another: No pagué mucho por la piña.
· To tell about a reason: Yo fui al mercado por unas cerezas.

· To tell about an action on someone’s behalf: Encendí la parrilla por Luisa. 
· To tell about a way of communication or transportation: ¿Vas a viajar por avión?

The present subjunctive (p. 410)
· Use the subjunctive to say that one person influences the actions of another:

· Nosotros recomendamos que ustedes hablen con la empleada.
We recommend that you speak with the employee.
· A sentence in the subjunctive has two parts, each with a different subject. The word que comes between the two parts. The first part uses the present to recommend, suggest, prohibit, etc. The second part uses the present subjunctive verb to say what the other person or people should or should not do.
· Nosotros recomendamos que ustedes hablen con un agente de viajes.
We recommend that you speak with a travel agent.

• Some verbs that are often followed by que 
 subjunctive are:
decir
preferir (e -> ie)
insistir
en querer (e -> ie)
necesitar
recomendar (e -> ie)
permitir
sugerir (e -> ie)
prohibir

You form the present subjunctive in the same way as you form negative tú commands and usted/ustedes commands. You drop the -o of the present-tense indicative yo form and add the present subjunctive endings. See the chart below:
