Mythology Research /Presentation –75 points  
Research Instructions: Research the god/heroic figure that you have been assigned and prepare a PowerPoint presentation for the class.  It is your responsibility to teach us what we need to know about this character.  Your presentation should include all of the following information that applies to your mythical/heroic figures:

· Greek name, Roman name, and any nicknames

· Life story: how each was born or created, important events 

· Characteristics (physical and personality)

· Interactions with other gods/heroic figures and with humans

· Ruling domain 

· The myth/legend/story associated with the god/heroic figure 

· The lesson contained in that myth/legend/story if any

· The natural phenomena explained by that myth/legend/story, if any

· The words or concepts derived from the name or story of the god/heroic figure

· Three examples of the presence of the god/heroic figure in modern culture, e.g. a place, product, business, advertisement which features your god/heroic figure’s name and/or image and why that name or image is appropriate.  

Write a five-question short-answer, multiple-choice, or true-false quiz based upon the information in your presentation.  Prepare this quiz on a separate sheet of paper, not as part of your PP.  I will use them to make up the unit test after the presentations. Include an answer key.

Suggestions:

· Keep a word document open as you do your research and keep a careful, accurate record of all the bibliographic information that you will need to make your works cited page.  Remember that you get no credit at all for the works cited page until it is perfect.  

· Complete the bulk of your research before you begin to assemble the presentation.

Presentation Instructions: Your presentation should include all of the above information and should last between 4 and 6 minutes, with 5 being ideal.  Shoot for five because it will actually take a bit longer to allow for note taking.  

Be creative! Your PowerPoint presentation should include visual aids that effectively illustrate important information/concepts and enhance our understanding of your gods/heroic figures. These can be built into your PowerPoint presentation or can supplement it.  You must provide a modified citation of each image by including the URL.  

Don’t cram slides with information. Use bullets and fragments to highlight important details, but be sure to have more to say than is written on the slides. 

Practice unfamiliar words and be certain of the information you present. 

At the conclusion of your presentation, you will turn in:

· Hard copy of slides (IMPORTANT: Copy them in black-and-white, six to a page; ask me how to do this before you print)

· A hard copy of your “Works Cited” page in which you list the sources of information you used to prepare your presentation.  Use correct MLA format, the instructions are on the library page. You must have at least five sources, including at least two books. 

· Quiz and answer key
