· –AR and –ER verbs that have a stem change in the present do not have a stem-change in the preterit.

· –car,-gar,-zar verbs have a spelling change in the YO form of the preterit

· –IR verbs with stem changes in the present will continue to have stem-change in the preterit. 
· Only on the 3rd person singular and plural

· Only two types of changes e – i and o – u

· Examples: dormir, morir, pedir, repetir, vestirse, etc.

· Verbs like leer, creer, traer, destruir, oír, etc. Will have 3 vowels when conjugating in the 3rd person singular and plural, so you need to change the “i” to a “y” 
· Example: El chico leyó tres capítulos del libro.

· El lobo destruyó las casas

· IR and SER, have the same conjugation in the preterit:

· Ayer yo fui al parquet con mis amigos.

· Ayer yo fui el mejor estudiante en la clase de inglés
