Soul music is a wide spectrum of musical genres that include gospel, funk, rhythm and blues.  Gospel music can run the gamut from blues to ballads, but the religious lyrics make gospel music gospel.  It is fitting that the religious word “soul” is also the umbrella term for this type of music.  Funk is another type of music that falls within the category of soul music. The singer’s voice, backed up by live instruments, soars with emotion, or what we might call “soul.”  Although funk refers to a certain type of rhythm in the music, it is also soul music. R&B, otherwise known as rhythm and blues, is probably the closest musical sound to what is considered “proper” soul music.  The Motown sound of Detroit is soul music, but so are the R&B artists like Curtis Mayfield and Marvin Gaye.  Today’s R&B artists are not usually called soul music; however, given time, people might look back at artists like Ne-Yo and Usher and refer to them as soul artists.  Basically, soul music is an inclusive term for music ingrained in the African-American experience, but not necessarily only one uniform sound in music.
