Prompts: Romeo and Juliet (4 paragraphs each)
1. Whose fault is it?  We have all been guilty at one time or another of pointing a finger at someone else instead of taking responsibility for our own actions.  The characters in Romeo and Juliet are guilty of this too.  Multiple characters share the blame for the deaths of the star-crossed lovers.  Who do you think is to blame?

Explore and explain which two characters you believe are at fault for the deaths of Romeo and Juliet.  Be sure to provide specific examples and properly cited quotations from the play to support your position. 
2. What’s the point? Two people can walk away with two unique understandings of the same play, movie, or even book. William Shakespeare’s Romeo and Juliet contains multiple themes within just five acts. What message do you gather from this famous work?

Identify and explain two themes that Shakespeare wanted to convey to readers.  Provide examples of how those themes are portrayed in the play. Be sure to cite your quotes properly according to play citations learned in class.
3. Shakespeare’s Love Language. Throughout the drama, Shakespeare plays with language to illustrate the love that the characters are feeling. Explain how Shakespeare uses two devices to convey the concept of love. Dramatic devices may include: couplets, figurative language, sonnets, soliloquys, imagery, diction, monologues, etc. Be sure to cite textual evidence and explain the purpose of the selected passages.
