MODELING THE DIGESTIVE SYSTEM
OBJECTIVE: Create a working model of the digestive tract from household material.
[bookmark: _GoBack]SUGGESTED MATERIALS AND EQUIPMENT:[image: ]
· Plastic funnel
· Long balloon, end cut off
· Rubber glove, one finger chopped
· 30 cm hose
· One leg of pantyhose
· Duct tape
· 5 sandwich bag clips or strong clothes pins
*I will provide the large beaker for the base, cereal mixture to test your model, and you may use the scissors we have in class
RULES: 
1. Model must include the following structures:
a. Mouth
b. Esophagus
c. Stomach
d. Small intestine
e. Large intestine
f. Anus
2. You may only use up to 3 suggested materials above in your model.  You will have to come up with your own ideas with the other parts.
3. Model must be able to pass the test, which will involve putting a cup of food mixture into your model for digestion.  Your model must produce some sort of semi-digested end product.  
4. A written description must be submitted along with your model.  It must include: 
a. A list of members
b. A list of materials
c. A detailed labeled diagram of your model (like the diagram above)
5. Both mechanical and chemical digestion must be demonstrated in some manner.  The model does not have to move on its own.  This means that human hands will supply most of the movement.
6. Group participation is a must and will be taken into account during grading.
