DATE LEGISLATION PURPOSE

1890 Sherman Anti-Trust Act Outlawed monopolies and unfair business practices.

1905 United States Forest Service Created to manage nation’s water and timber resources.

1906 Meat Inspection Act Required federal inspection of meat processing to ensure clean
conditions.

1906 Pure Food and Drug Act Outlawed dishonest labeling of food and drugs.

1913 Department of Labor Cabinet department created to promote welfare of working people.
