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Silk Road Project

In this project you will research the various land and water trade routes that came to collectively be called the Silk or Spice Roads.

Situation:

You are a travel agent in the 1st C. BCE who specializes in booking trips along the various land and sea routes collectively known as the “Spice or Silk Roads”.  You have decided to produce a travel brochure to help advertise your business.  You will create a Powerpoint presentation that hi-lites multiple stops along both the land routes and sea routes that were used by merchants moving in both directions.

Along each route, you will need to plan “stops’ at several locations.  For each location you will need to introduce each place describing important “tourist/business” information such as population, weather conditions, history, types of products made and produced, unique attractions etc.
