· Prepositions fit into the sentence "The dog went _________ the house.”
· In, on, through, around, with, over, under, between, etc.

Around the comer, you will find your car.
In the box, I left my keys.

Without my help, you could never get through class.

Over the hill, the house lay hidden behind trees.
Between the books, I left the answers to the test.
