1. (1 pt.) Title
2. (1 pt.) Author and Publication date (approximate)
3. (10 pts.) 4 Major characters with an insightful one-paragraph (4-6 sentences) description of each.  In the paragraph, include:

a. What motivates the character to do what they do?  

b. Pay attention to whether or not characters are round, flat, dynamic, static, protagonists, or antagonists.  Include these in your description; do not just state them at the end.

4. (10 pts.) 8 Minor characters with one-sentence description, including their purpose in the work.
5. (6 pts.) Three main settings with description and the author’s use of each. (Why does the author use this setting?)
6. (5 pts.) Plot outline (detailed, chronological list of 10 major events from beginning to end of novel/play – not a paragraph.)

7. (10 pts.) Major themes of the work with support of each theme.  
a. Select two major themes of the novel. Write each in thematic statement form (NOT just a theme word, but a theme statement)

b. Follow that with a specific example illustrating the theme, then a statement of commentary. 

c. Lastly, copy a quotation which illustrates each theme, followed by commentary.

8. (10 pts.) Symbolism
a. Identify two symbols.
b. For each, copy a passage containing the symbol.
c. Then explain each symbol’s importance to the title or theme. 
9. (3 pts.) Significance of the title of the work.
10. (4 pts.) Point of view from which the work is written and its significance.
