English 3-4 CP/A: Art Poem

Instructions: Using the Romantic poems we have studied and Keats’s “Ode on a Grecian Urn” in particular as a guide, create your own “art poem.”  Think of a work of art that has stopped you in your tracks and made you do a double take. 

You will need to (1) Create a visual representation of this work of art, (2) write a poem about the work of art, and (3) present both on posterboard or construction paper. Both your visual representation of the artwork, with the title and artist’s name displayed, and your poem about the artwork should be visible and on the same side. Include your own name, either on the front or back. 
Here are some general guidelines for writing the poem:

· Make sure your poem has a main idea/theme that corresponds with the meaning of the artwork.
· Reflect at least three of the attributes of Romanticism: strong sensations and emotions; love for nature; interest in mystery and the supernatural; celebration of the individual and freedom of expression; importance of the imagination; interest in the common folk or the innocence of childhood.
· Include at least four types of figurative language or other poetic devices—simile, metaphor, symbol, personification, imagery, alliteration, assonance, consonance, allusion, apostrophe, caesura and enjambment. 
· Think carefully about your word choice. Select words that have the right connotation to convey the tone you want to achieve. 

· Must be school appropriate.( 
· Your own poem should be completely original, at least 14 lines long and typed; apart from the above criteria, it can be any style—a sonnet, free-form, , rhyming, etc.
Some general guidelines for the visual component: 

· Make it aesthetically appealing.
· Stay true to the work of art in question, your muse.
· Reflect the genre.
