Found Poem on Beowulf


	You are creating a found poem using words from the epic poem Beowulf. You poem should consist of no less than 50 words. Here is the process for your found poem:
1. Choose a topic, theme, motif, symbol, character, battle, etc. that you find interesting in Beowulf.  Read through passages that relate to this particular topic and highlight/write down these quotes. 
2. After you have between 50-100 words from phrases or quotes, take the words and begin crafting them into a poem. How you organize and structure the poem is up to you!
3. If necessary, you can change the tense of words to fit your poem. You also have the option to add TWO words on your own if necessary. Only two though!
4. Decide how you want your poem to be arranged. Are you structuring it normally or are you creating a symbol out of the words? Think about what best suits the topic you have chosen.
