Requirements for Rhetorical Device Presentations
Directions: Choose a literary/rhetorical device. Research the device and teach it to your classmates in a five minute presentation/ activity.

Your presentation must include:

· Term

· Related terms (other devices that are closely related)
· Explanation of the device (this should be comprehensive)

· Effects/purpose of the device  (how and why writers use this device and what effects it has on readers)*****
· Examples (literary and general/original)

· Visual/ Activity (poster, PowerPoint, Prezi, visual on whiteboard, handout)

· Anything else interesting or important that you think your peers should know about this device

· Works Cited in MLA format (see The Owl at Purdue website under my links or you’re the back of your student handbook )
· A print out of your visual aide and rubric
