Due: 

DIRECTIONS: Make an Open Mind for ONE character in The Crucible.

· Think of ONE character from The Crucible. Label the Open Mind with one of the character’s names.
· Include at least 4 symbols/pictures that represent the character’s trait(s)--in the Open Mind.  You will have to think metaphorically, such as drawing a pig to represent greed. Use the following information to help guide your ideas:
· What are his/her personality and characteristics? 

· Consider using the themes to create traits, such as hypocrisy = hypocrite/hypocritical, guilt = guilty, revenge = vengeful, hysteria = instigator of hysteria, authority = authoritative/powerful/a leader, integrity = honorable/honest; courage = courageous/brave. Opposites, or lack of a trait, can work too, such as lack of integrity or dishonest.

· Consider what the character has done? Who they are in conflict with and why? What they value as important? Do they have any fears? Strengths? Weaknesses? Are they ethical? Have they changed?
· Find a quote that relates to each symbol/picture
· In a KEY (see the back of the Open Minds head), explain the connection between…
· 1) the symbol & the character trait, and
· 2) the quote & the character trait
GRADING--25 points possible:

1. Is the Open Mind filled with 4 symbols/pictures that represent the traits of a character? 5 pts. 

2. Does the KEY explain the connection between the symbol and the character trait, as well as explain the connection between the quote and the character trait. 15 pts.
3. Is the entire project NEATLY DONE with legible explanations and obvious effort? 4 pts.
4. Is there a neatly printed character label under or over the Open Mind? 1 pt.
*Extra Credit:  Make an extra Open Mind & Key for extra credit (maximum 1).
