Review Sheet – Hace + tiempo + que
Remember: If you want to say sentences like “He has been skateboarding for ten years”, use the following formula:

Hace + amount of time + que + subject + verb

Ex:  He has been skateboarding for ten years.

Amount of time = ten years   (diez años)

Subject = he (él)

Verb = skateboarding (hacer monopatín)

The verb must be conjugated!!!!

Answer:   Hace diez años que él hace monopatín.
