1. What does Creon mean when he says “Remember this: our country is our safety” (210-211).






2. The chorus says that “…the city casts out / that man who weds himself to inhumanity….” (413-414). These words are intended as a warning. To whom? How do you know?
3. The sentry says, “…well I know-- / no one wants the man who brings bad news” (313-314). What does he mean?
Reflection: Antigone tells Creon that she did not think that “your edict had such force / that you, a mere mortal, could override the gods, / the great unwritten, unshakable traditions” (503-505).

Antigone seems to be warning Creon and justifying her actions. Please explain.
