Peer-Editing Checklist 
· Topic sentence

· Includes author’s name, title of analyzed text, and your theme
· “Say” 

· Each quote is introduced by identifying who the speaker is
· Each quote uses appropriate power verbs to vary sentence types
· There are at least two quotes to support my position
· “Mean”

· Each “mean” describes what my quote literally means.
· Each “mean” points out examples of figurative language. 
· “Matter” 

· Each matter pays attention to specific words (diction) and explains their significance.  
· Makes connections between the quote and the topic sentence. 
· Uses power verbs:
· demonstrates, explains, proves, entails, stresses, illustrates, suggests, indicates, signifies, implies, shows, reveals, highlights, illuminates (look on sheets provided in class for more examples of power verbs) 
· Includes concluding sentence that re-states theme
· Paragraph is double-spaced
· I have proof-read the paper out loud to double-check grammatical and spelling errors. 
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
