Transformations Around th Glove, 1800-1914

1. self-sufficient - able to provide for your own needs without help from others.
2. Opium - an addictive drug prepared from the juice of a poppy’s seed, used as a narcotic and in medicine as a painkiller
3. Opium War – Conflict between  Britain and China, over Britain’s drug trade in China.
4. Treaty of Nanjing - unequal treaty which marked the end of the First Opium War between the British and Qing Empires of 1839–42.
5. extraterritorial rights – an exemption of foreign residents from the laws of a country.
6. overwhelming -  so strong as to be irresistible.
7. Taiping Rebellion - a widespread civil war in China from 1850 to 1864, led by Christian convert Hong Xiuquan, against the Qing Dynasty. The rebels attempted social reforms and the replacement of Confucianism, Buddhism and Chinese folk religion by a form of Christianity. The Qing government defeated the rebellion with the eventual aid of French and British forces.
8. abroad -  in a foreign country.
9. sphere of influence  - a foreign region in which a nation has control over trade and other economic activities.
10. open door policy – proposed by the U.S. in 1899, under which al nations would have equal opportunities to trade in China.
11. progressive -  a person who favors a political philosophy of progress and reform and the protection of civil liberties
12. Boxer Rebellion – a 1900 rebellion in China, aimed at ending foreign influence in the country
13. Treaty of Kanagawa – Agreement between the U.S. and Japan, which opened  two Japanese ports to U.S. ships and allowed the U.S. to set up an embassy in Japan. 
14. Meiji era – period of Japanese history fro 1867-1912, during which the country was ruled by emperor Mutsuhito.
15. statesmen - experienced politicians, especially one who is respected for making good judgments
16. unique - highly unusual or rare.
17. Sino-Japanese War - a war between China and Japan (1894 and 1895) over the control of the Korean Peninsula; China was overwhelmingly defeated.
18. Russo-Japanese War – 1904-1905 conflict between Russia and Japan, sparked by the two countries’ efforts to dominate Manchuria and Korea.
19. annexation – the adding of a region to a territory of an existing political unit.
20. illiterate - not able to read or write.
21. peonage - the practice of making a debtor work for his creditor until the debt is discharged.
22. caudillos – a military dictator of a Latin American country.
23. Monroe Doctrine – a U.S. policy of opposition to European interference in Latin America, announced by the U.S. in 1823.
24. José Martí - He became a symbol for Cuba's bid for independence against Spain in the 19th century. He also fought against the threat of United States expansionism into Cuba.
25. Spanish-American War – an 1898  conflict between the United states and Spain, in which the U.S. supported Cubans’ fight for independence.
26. Panama Canal – a manmade waterway connecting the Atlantic and Pacific Oceans.
27. Roosevelt Corollary – 1904 extension of the Monroe Doctrine, in which the U.S. President declared that the U.S. had the right to exercise “police power” throughout the Western Hemisphere.
28. Antonio López de Santa Anna - Mexican political leader, general and President who tried to crush the Texas revolt and who lost battles to Winfield Scott and Zachary Taylor in the Mexican War
29. Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo - 1848, peace treaty between the United States and Mexico that ended the Mexican War.
30. Benito Juarez - the first full-blooded indigenous national ever to serve as President of Mexico, he is known for resisting the French occupation, overthrowing the Empire, and restoring the Republic, as well as for his efforts to modernize the country.
31. La Reforma – A liberal reform movement in 19thCentury Mexico, founded by Benito Juarez.
32. exile - the act of expelling a person from their native land.
33. Porfirio Diaz - Mexican soldier and politician who became president after a coup in 1876 and governed the country until 1911 His increasingly dictatorial methods led to his overthrow.
34. motto - a short sentence or phrase encapsulating a belief or ideal.
35. Francisco Madero - Mexican revolutionary and president, in 1908 he called for honest, participatory elections and an end to the long dictatorship of Porfirio Diaz He incited an armed insurrection that led to Díaz's resignation. He was elected president in 1911. 
36. Francisco “Pancho” Villa - one of the first Mexican revolutionary generals. He was the veritable caudillo of the Northern Mexican state of Chihuahua which gave him great popularity.
37. Emiliano Zapata - Mexican revolutionary leader. He overran plantations in the Mexican Revolution of 1910, dividing the land among peasants. brink -  the limit beyond which something happens or changes.
