Extra Credit Poster Opportunity: “If you had a mole of ….
Product:  Create a poster that will convey some sense of how large Avogadro’s number (1 mole) is. 

Information:

· the title will be “If you had a mole of….”  ; you would pick something that you would have a mole of and then you would probably have to do some calculation to make your point of how large this number is (see examples of past posters below)
· you need to show your calculation (units and dim analysis); check accuracy
· use regular size paper (computer paper, no lines)

· poster must be attractive 
· poster must contain a (hand drawn or computer generated) graphic (major component of the poster)
· poster should look professional, but may be hand done if neat
· poster must be effective in demonstrating that Avogadro’s number is very large!
· overall idea should be creative 

· you may work with a partner (max of 2/group)
Some past posters included (you may not use these ideas):
· If you had a mole of pennies…how many Corvette’s could you buy?

· If you had a mole of M & Ms…and shared them equally with every person on earth, how many M&Ms would each person get?
· If you had a mole of dollar bills…and lined them end-to-end, how many times around the earth would they reach?
· If you had a mole of seconds…how far into the future (what year) would you be at?
Extra-credit depends on overall quality, effectiveness, accuracy and creativity of poster

Physics Extra Credit

Using a poster board include the following:

· Title

· Brief Description of the concept/law

· Equation

· Sample Problem with Solution

· Pictures to illustrate concept (should have color)

· Neatness and overall presentation
