	Figurative
	Figurative meaning is a special meaning or effect that can only occur in the realm of art. Figurative meaning appeals to your imagination and emotions

	Imagery
	Writing that appeals to the five senses: smell, touch, taste, sight, sound
	The pizza came hot right out of the oven steaming with the spicy scent of pepperoni, tangy tomato sauce and pungent cheese.

	Hyperbole 
	A fancy word for exaggeration

Big exaggeration, usually with humor 
	The child had a mile-high ice-cream cones 

	Oxymoron
	Words that seem to contradict each other for a special effect 
	I must be cruel to be kind.

I burn and freeze

	Metaphor 
	A direct comparison between two unlike things without using the words “as” or “like” 
	My love is a red rose.

	Simile 
	A comparison between two unlike things using the words “as” or “like” 
	The sun is like a yellow disc of fire in the sky.

	Personification 
	Giving something that is non-human human qualities 
	The stuffed bear smiled as the little boy hugged him close. 

	Alliteration 
	The repetition of usually initial consonant sounds in two or more neighboring words.
	The wild and woolly walrus waits and wonders when we'll walk by. 

	Onomatopoeia
	Naming a thing or an action by imitating the sound associated with it. 
	buzz, hiss, roar, woof 
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
