1. How is our world different because of what happened in your book? Quote at least three sentences or passages from the book that explain your answer. Include page numbers. 20 pts 

2. What happened in this book, who made it happen and what was it that the main character (s) accomplished? Cite at least three passages from the book as part of your answer. Include page numbers. 20 pts

3. What had changed by the end of the book? What chapter in the "Americans" textbook contains the events you read about in this book? What did you learn from the book that wasn't in "The Americans?" Be specific and give detail.  20 pts 

4. Describe the main character or main event in your book by providing at least five quotes that illustrate your answer. Include page numbers. 20 pts

Please note that failure to include passages and quotes from your book, including page numbers, for all four requirements above will result in a no-credit grade. Read and follow directions carefully.
