Encourage democracy in other countries to help
prevent the rise of Communist governments

Gain access to raw materials and markets to fuel
booming industries

Rebuild European governments to promote
stability and create new markets for U.S. goods

Reunite Germany to stabilize it and increase the
security of Europe

Soviet Union

Encourage communism in other countries as part
of a worldwide workers’ revolution

Rebuild its war-ravaged economy using Eastern
Europe’s industrial equipment and raw materials

Control Eastern Europe to protect Soviet borders
and balance the U.s. mﬂuence |n Westem Europe

Keep Germany divided to prevent its waging

5, END RESULT OF CHINESE CIVIL WAR

x The United States and President Truman
refused to get involved in this civil war

x China became and remains today a
communist country

x Nationalists split and formed into the island
of Taiwan



6. TRANSFORMATION AND REVOLUTION

x Mao’s plan for industry and large collective
farms = “Great Leap Forward” (later cancelled
because it was a failure)

x Mao encouraged young high school and college
students to form militia units called Red Guards

x They led a major uprising called the Cultural
Revolution to make everyone equal
(communism); peasant = new hero,
intellectuals/artists = useless and dangerous
