SCIENCE SAFETY RULES AND BEHAVIOR GUIDELINES

Science classrooms and activities provide unique and even fun learning opportunities. But at the same time these activities can lead to accidents without proper behavior and strict following of instructions.

Safe, considerate, and intelligent behavior is vital for all students to take full advantage of his or her science learning.

Please REVIEW and DISCUSS these guidelines with your child as we have reviewed them in class. Then please sign and return the bottom portion. Keep the copy of the rules for your reference.

1. Obey all classroom, school (planner), and Department of Education (Chapter 19) rules.

2. Always show calm, orderly, and studious behavior in the Science room.

3. Never eat or drink in the Science classroom.

4. Always WASH your hands with soap after laboratory investigations involving equipment, organisms, chemicals (solid or liquid), and when instructed.

5. On certain investigations, as instructed, put hair back, wear goggles, and wear lab aprons.

6. Never put your face near the opening of a container holding chemicals or liquids.

7. Listen to and follow all directions exactly as given.

8. Carefully read any written instructions and reread the instructions as needed.

9. Bring only your science notebook or data table and writing utensil to the lab table or work area.

10. Remain in assigned work area (unless getting supplies) - at seat or at lab table.

11. Always stand to perform investigations with equipment and chemicals.

12. Do not sit on the lab tables or the tables or student desks.

13. If horseplay or failure to follow instructions causes breakage or damage, student will pay for equipment.

14. REPORT to the teacher at once:

-
any accident or injury.

-
any mess found at a lab table.

-
all broken or malfunctioning equipment.

-
any broken glassware (wait for instructions before cleaning it up).

-
any chemical spills (wait for instructions before cleaning it up).

15. Clean your work areas, including the sink, and clean all lab equipment. 

16. As instructed, put away all materials and equipment used during an investigation.

17. Carefully follow any SPECIAL instructions for investigations involving a heat source, a burner, expensive equipment, or mildly toxic chemicals,

18. During activities outside the classroom, work carefully, efficiently, and quietly only in the designated area.

19. The teacher always reserves the right to prevent a student from continuing or even beginning an investigation.
