B. Age of Reason: a result of the Enlightenment, literature of the American Revolution, themes of freedom and democracy, civic self-improvement (good citizenship), decreased emphasis on religion, increased emphasis on the philosophies of Enlightenment philosophers.

C. Romantic period: NATURE, emphasis on the power of the individual, transcendentalism preaches optimism, independence, and nonconformity; imagination and intuition over reason, common people as main characters, romantic hero, dark romantics (Gothicism), the mystical or unexplained.

D. Realism: response to romanticism, aimed to show life as it really was instead of idealistically, focus on new sciences and psychology, response to the Civil War, satire, people struggling against society 

E. Moderns: disillusionment after WWI, loss of spirituality, surrealism (representing chaos/confusion), questioning the American dream, questioning industrialism and “progress”
F. Contemporary Literature: Questions the modern forces of consumerism, conformity, commercialism, addresses diversity of the modern world (cultures and beliefs)
