Stock Simulation Grading Criteria

Minimum Transaction Requirements (30 points):

1) You must have at least six transactions in your history.  They should show that you bought and sold a minimum of three different stocks.

2) You must invest at least 80% of your finances.  Since you are given $100,000.  This would mean $80,000.

3)   You must start investing early (within the first week) and end late (within the last two weeks).  In summer school, you must not end until the last week of the simulation.

1) Your essay must address the following questions:

a) Explain and analyze at least three different strategies.  Remember one of the strategies must be a research strategy.  You must mention the stocks and rationalize the reasons that it went up or down.  You should also analyze each strategy and discuss what you learned from them. 

b) Discuss what you would do if you could do the simulation over again.

c) Ask three people in the class about their stocks (3), their strategies (3), and their results for those stocks.  This must be typed on a spreadsheet and attached to your email. 

d) Give Mr. Irie advice on improving this project.

2) Although I acknowledge that this is not an English class, your essay should be grammatically correct and multi-paragraphed.
