	You must begin your paper with a claim.

· A claim is an argument that will answer the question “how?” or “why?”

· Usually a claim has two parts; sometimes a claim is made up of two sentences.

· A claim can be supported with evidence. 
The easiest way to start your claim is like this:
       In the play Antigone by Sophocles…..


	Claim Discussion
	What should you write about in your claim discussion?

Answer: think about what questions a reader might have about your claim. 

After you begin your paper with a claim, you need to explain your claim, because a good claim 
is fairly complex and difficult to understand without help from the writer. 

What should you “put” in a claim discussion? Ask yourself these questions: 
1. do I use any important words or phrases that I should restate, 

2. do I refer to an event or a character about which I need to provide background, 

3. is there a complex idea that I need to discuss in more detail?
