Night Project: The following project menu options are designed to assess your culminating knowledge of Genocide and Night  in a medium that best fits your skills and interests. If you would like to mix and match options, or create your own project, please ask me about it. 

You may work alone or with one other partner. In addition, you, (each person must write their own), must write a brief summary of what you learned from your research as well as an explanation of how your project reflects your emotional reaction to your research and the novel

All projects will contain the following:
a) Artistic product of your choice
b) 1 page, typed, double-spaced mini-essay (3-4 paragrahs). Essay must be typed, (MLA format), and  at least two secondary sources listed in your works cited page. Explain how your artistic product connects back to the text. Your analysis must integrate 4-6 significant quotes in your commentary.

Step three: Select your product and create!
Visual Art-Charcoal, Colored Pencils, Paint, Photography Drawing, or Painting: art helps us to remember.  It is a way to process and understand what we experience.  Through a visual art piece of your choice, capture and express your reaction to the information you researched. In addition, your piece must also express one of the themes to night: Silence, The Importance of Remembering, The Existence of Evil, The Animalization of Humans, or Inhumanity

Model or Sculpture: Draw, paint or sculpt a three dimensional work of art that captures your emotional reaction to your research and one or more themes of Night: Silence, The Importance of Remembering, The Existence of Evil, The Animalization of Humans, or Inhumanity.

Architecture Design: build or draw replicas of significant memorials, monuments, or buildings that connect to your subject.  In your essay, explain why you chose the building, what is the building’s importance to the event and how it connects to one or more themes of Night: Silence, The Importance of Remembering, The Existence of Evil, The Animalization of Humans, or Inhumanity. 

Music Soundtrack and CD Cover: Create a music soundtrack of 7-10 songs that capture your emotional reaction to your research and the themes of Night: Silence, The Importance of Remembering, The Existence of Evil, The Animalization of Humans, or Inhumanity.

Newspaper or Magazine: Create a newspaper or magazine that bring to light the events of your subject and explores the themes of Night: Silence, The Importance of Remembering, The Existence of Evil, The Animalization of Humans, or Inhumanity.  It must be at least 4 pages for a single person and 2 pages for every added person in a group and include items such as a front-page noteworthy event with pictures, an editorial or opinion article, cartoons, advertisements, real estate listings, sports page, gossip column, etc. 

Power Point: Create a power point that break down the major events of your subject.  Connect these events to the themes of Night: Silence, The Importance of Remembering, The Existence of Evil, The Animalization of Humans, or Inhumanity.  Include your emotional reaction to what you learned from your research. 

Genocide Poetry book: Create 5 to 8 poems that reflect your emotional reaction to the events of your subject. Have at least two of your poems also connect to one or more themes of Night: Silence, The Importance of Remembering, The Existence of Evil, The Animalization of Humans, or Inhumanity. 

Comic strip: Create a comic strip creating a fictionalized account of real events from your research as seen from a character’s perspective. Include one or more of the themes of Night: Silence, The Importance of Remembering, The Existence of Evil, The Animalization of Humans, or Inhumanity.
