Choice 1: School Musical Review

Choice 2: Board Game



           DUE: Friday, April 23, 2010
A) Create a board game based on the travels and adventures of Odysseus. Review each adventure and study the map on page 889. Include rules for your game (typed) and all playing pieces necessary to play the board game. Pieces do not have to be purchased. (e.g. dice can be made out of paper.)

B)  Create a board game based on the Greek Mythology unit we have studied. Review various myths and gods/goddesses. Include rules for your game (typed) and all playing pieces necessary to play the board game. Pieces do not have to be purchased. (e.g. dice can be made out of paper.)

Choice 3: Model of the Globe Theatre

           DUE: Friday, April 23, 2010

Build a 3-dimensional model of the Globe Theatre in England where Shakespeare performed most of his plays.  Cut away one section of the theatre’s exterior to show what the interior looked like and how it was built. Use any material, but be sure to be accurate in the theatre’s features. 


The 3-D model should be no smaller than a basketball and no larger than a beach ball.
