DIRECTIONS: Make an Open Mind for ONE character in The Crucible.

· Think of ONE character from The Crucible. Label the Open Mind with one of the character’s names.
· Include symbols, pictures and significant quotes--in the Open Mind.  Add color to the drawings.  Think about the following questions and draw symbols and pictures to answer them:
a. What do you know about him/her?

b. What has he/she done? 

c. What does he/she wants in life (Money? Land? Etc.)

d. What is his/her daily occupation (Farmer? Cook? Minister? Etc.)

e. What are his/her personality and characteristics (Greedy? Helpful? Etc.)

f. What are his/her feelings (Fear? Love of the Bible? The Ten Commandments? Worrying about hanging? Etc.)

g. What are things that have happened to him/her or to friends and relatives (Been sick? Danced? Relatives killed? Been in jail? Been chained? Etc.)

h. What are his/her objects, people and values important to him/her (Children?   Power? Poppets? House? Farm? Good Name? Etc.)

2. Is there a neatly printed character label under or over the Open Mind? 1 pt.

3. Is the student's name, class, period and date neatly printed in the upper left-hand corner of the paper following the YLHS Style Guide. 4 pts.
