The Islamic Ottoman Empire was moving from being a military world to an administrative one. Suleiman the Magnificent was a contemporary of Henry VIII in England and Charles V, the Holy Roman Emperor. 


The tugra becomes a way that Suleiman the Magnificent can make sure that his power is deployed all the way to the edges of his empire. He issued over 150,000 edicts/laws/directives—each one bore his tugra.
