2. “Leaving Joseph to explain matters, I ran to the children’s room; their door was ajar, I saw they had never laid down, though it was past midnight; but they were calmer, and did not need me to console them. The little souls were comforting each other with better thoughts than I could have hit on; no parson in the world ever pictured Heaven so beautifully as they did, in their innocent talk; and, while I sobbed, and listened, I could not help wishing we were all  there safe together” (32).

Reflection:


What does this passage suggest about Catherine and Heathcliff’s relationship as children (in approximately 1777 when Catherine is twelve)? But what do you know happens only four years later (according to Mr. Lockwood’s dream)? When Catherine Earnshaw is sixteen, she decides what? What could have happened?
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“She was much too fond of Heathcliff. The greatest punishment we could invent for her was to keep her separate from him: yet she got chided more than any of us on his account” (30).
