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Objective:  Students will be able to understand and describe ways citizens can make a difference in their part of the world.  Students will be able to understand, create, and present an effective Power Point presentation.
Step 1:  Choose collaborative group
Step 2:  Choose a country that has qualified at least one athlete in 2012 London Summer Olympic Games.
Step 3:  Each collaborative group will prepare a power point presentation on their country and Olympic athlete that includes the five themes of World History (political, economic, social, environment, culture/religion), to be orally presented on the day of their final exam.  The Power Point presentation will include absolutely no more or less than 9 slides with absolutely no more than 5 Bullet notes per slide!
