Review of command rules
Commands without pronouns

If verb ends in ar, usted command ends in e, ustedes command ends in en

Ex:  cantar = cante, canten

If verb ends in er or ir, usted command ends in a, ustedes command ends in an

Ex: beber = beba, beban  escribir = escriba, escriban

Add no before the command to make it negative

Remember, stem changes and changes for car, gar and zar verbs apply to commands

Ex: volver(ue) = vuelva, vuelvan

Ex: Pedir (i) = pida, pidan

Ex: cerrar(ie) = cierre, cierren

Ex: sacar = saque, saquen

Ex: pagar = pague, paguen

Ex: trazar = trace, tracen

Commands with reflexive pronouns

Affirmative

1. Remove se  (bañarse – se = bañar)

2. Make what is left into an usted and ustedes command.

Bañar = bañe, bañen

3. Add on the se

Bañese, bañense

4. Place accent to preserve stress.

Báñese, báñense

Negative

1. Follow steps 1 and 2 above.

2. Write no se before the commands.

Ex. No se bañe, no se bañen
Remember, all the rules for stem changing verbs, car,gar and zar verbs, and irregular verbs will apply to reflexive commands.
Commands with indirect object pronouns

Affirmative

1.  Write the command for the verb.

Ex. In the phrase “tell her”, the verb is to tell, decir.

The commands are diga, digan

2.  Add the correct pronoun

The pronoun for her (to her) is le.

Digale, diganle

3. Add accent to preserve stress

Pronouns:

Me = to me, for me

Le = to her, for her

Les = to them, for them

Nos = to us, for us

        Negative

1. Follow step one above

2. Write no + pronoun before the commands

Ex: Don’t tell her

No le digas
