	Body Paragraphs
	To effectively use evidence to support your claim, you need to do three “things” with the direct textual evidence that you have chosen: 1. introduce it, 
2. insert it, and 3. discuss it.

But it is also crucial that you begin each body paragraph with a strong opening sentence that directly or indirectly suggests what the evidence in that paragraph will demonstrate or prove.
