Feature Story Requirements and Format

Basic Requirements
Feature stories must:

· Be In-depth.

· Keep the reader entertained and wanting to read and learn more.

· Allow the primary source to tell the story through interesting quotes.

· Have a beginning, a middle, and an ending.

· End the story with a quote.

· Always include pictures or graphics of the primary source.
· Paragraphs must be 2-3 sentences, 30-50 words.
· Read a profile from La Vista for guidance.
Standard Format

· The Lead: needs to entice the reader into wanting to read more. This is the “hook.”.

· Paragraph #2: additional information that expands on the lead, but it still must keep the reader wanting to learn more about the topic/person being covered.

· Paragraph #3: quote
