Guidelines for Writing a Profile of an immigrant
Directions: use your notes from the interview to write a profile, a written description of the life and ideas, of the interviewee. Your profile should include direct quotes from the interviewee and be organized into these sections:

Introduction: In this section, introduce the interviewee, his or her experiences leaving home, and his or her expectations about life in the United States.

Section 1: In this section, write about the interviewee’s experience in the United States, including learning a new language and dealing with the challenges of discrimination. 

Section 2: In this section, review the interviewee’s feeling about what it means to be “an American” and still retain his or her cultural traditions. 

Section 3: In this section, discuss the interviewee’s ideas about immigration law and future immigration.

Conclusion: In the conclusion, express your own opinion about the interviewee’s experience and how they compare to your own life experiences. 

Make your profile at least two pages in length. Have your teacher review your rough draft. Type your final draft
