Essays to think about and practice

1. Discuss the role that slavery played in the development of Southern society between 1800-1860.

2. Analyze the ways in which supporters of slavery used legal, religious, and economic arguments to defend slavery.

3. Analyze the effectiveness of political compromise in reducing sectional tensions in the period 1820 to 1861.
4. Assess the moral arguments and political actions of those opposed to the spread of slavery in the context of TWO of 
the following: Missouri Compromise, Mexican War, Compromise of 1850, Kansas-Nebraska Act
Participation and quizzes are used to measure if students are prepared for class and keeping up with the reading.
