English 4 Class Expectations

All Students will follow the general Walnut High School expectations:

· You will attend every class and be at school every day.

· You must be on time—tardies are strictly enforced.

· In order to receive daily credit, you are to bring ALL necessary materials to class (textbook, paper, blue/black pen, highlighter).  You will not be excused from class to get any of these materials.  If you come to class without your work and/or textbook/novel, you will be marked tardy when you go to your locker.  Think about what you need for English class during the 10-minute passing period, not the first 10 minutes of class.
· Homework and class assignments are to be completed on time and to the best of your ability and my expectations.  I will accept late work, but it may only be ONE DAY past the due date and you will NOT receive full credit.  You cannot turn in work that is several days late.
· Only behaviors which fit the learning environment are acceptable
· No gum chewing.
· Hats are not to be worn in the classroom.

· WHS cheating policies will be strictly enforced.  Please refer to the cheating contract.
Consequences for Tardies:  When you hit tardy #3 you will be referred to your GLC.  You are tardy if you are not in your seat when the bell rings (not walking in as bell is ringing).  You will receive a referral every time you are tardy after #3 so don’t be late!
Consequences for Behavioral Problems:  On the rare occasion that you cannot function in the classroom, you will be referred to your GLC.
Required Materials:  These materials are for English class only.  They may not be used in conjunction with other classes.  I may periodically check your notebook to ensure that you are able to easily find your work.

· one 2-inch, 3-ring binder with 6 dividers

· dividers should be labeled accordingly and in this order:

· novels/plays

· poetry

· textbook work

· writings

· literary devices

· Opening Activities (OA)

· highlighters

· ballpoint pens (blue/black ink only)

· loose-leaf paper
· senior textbook (check out from Textbooks)
Grades:  All of your assignments (in-class or homework) must be done in blue/black ink.  Do not write on the back of the paper unless I tell you otherwise.  I rarely post grades because of Parent Portal, but you may email me and I can send you a grade report.
Grading Policy:  Assignments will have varying credit.  All assignments are graded on a point basis, with more points assigned to long-term projects.  The following grading policy is used:

Housekeeping Stuff:

· If you ever want to type an assignment, you may as long as you don’t share the work with others.  If you do type the assignment, you must handle any printing/computer issues on your own—you don’t get extra time if the technology fails.
· The homework is always written on the dry erase board under the class level you are in so be sure to read it each day.  I also post what we do in class EVERY DAY on Edmodo.  Please check this site daily.
· If there is an Opening Activity (OA), it will be written on the board.  Once the tardy bell rings, the OA begins.  If you are tardy and it is unexcused, you cannot make-up the OAs.  If you are absent or you have an excused tardy, you may make-up the OA, but it is due the next day.  The OAs are included in the daily work on Edmodo (journal prompts, etc.).
Homework/Projects:

· Any assignments/projects must be completed before entering the classroom

· Late work is accepted as long as it is only one day late.  There is a red tray on my desk marked ABSENT/LATE WORK.  Simply drop the work in the tray and I will look at it later in the day—same with absent work.  You do not need to write ABSENT or LATE on the work.  I will figure it out.  If you turn in late work that is more than one day late, I will give it back to you ungraded.
· I do not give homework for the sake of homework.  No busy work in this class.  If you miss assignments, you are not showing me you have learned the skills necessary to move on to the next lesson.

· Do not expect to receive full credit on assignments where you do not follow directions, the work isn’t legible, or the work isn’t complete.
· When you are legally absent, you have as many days as you were absent to make up work—this is your responsibility (refer to Edmodo).

· Do not write on back of paper

· Blue/Black ink only

· Proper Heading:  Name, Date, Period

· Since projects are given several weeks to complete, you must turn them in on the due date and not any later.  If you have to be absent on the day a project is due, you need to make sure the project gets turned in with your class (not after school).
Tests:

· If you are absent on a test day, you will probably make it up during your free period, lunch, or during class (but you will miss that day’s lesson and you are not guaranteed a quiet testing environment).
· You must arrange with me as to when to make up a test
· There will be a mid-term (at the end of 1st semester) and a final (at the end of 2nd semester).
Homework and Files:  Again, I post work every day on Edmodo.  It is your responsibility to check it daily.  There are occasions where I need you to bring in a copy of a poem or a list of questions, etc.  I will post these handouts on Edmodo as well.  Edmodo is also an excellent tool to send me or your class a message about any questions you may have about an assignment/test.
